Section 1.—Section 5 of Act No. 213, approved May 12, 1942 is
hereby amended to read as follows: : '

“Section 5.—Terms of Board Members.—The members of the

* Board shall devote themselves to the work of the same, exclusive of
all other occupation. No member shall hold any other remunerative
or nonremunerative public office or position while he is a member of
the Board. The term of eaéh member shall be six (6) yvears execept
that as concerns the original appointments made under this Act,.the
term of one of the members shall be two (2) years, of another shall
be four (4) years, and of another shall be six (6) years, as designated
by the Governor. Any vacancy before the term has expired shall be
filled for the unexpired term.

“In the case of a vacancy in the chairmanships, it shall be filled
by the Governor for the unexpired term.

The chairman
shall be the executive officer and may appoint, subject to the Civil
Nervice Act, such planners, engineers, architects, economists, and
other technical and clerical employees as may be required; he may
also contract for, temporarily, without competitive bidding, the neces-
sary services of any consultant. He may also accept and expend
gifts for the making of special studies under this Act and may utilize
such assistance as may be made available to him by other public or
private agencies.’’ "

Section 3.—Section 29 of Aect No. 213, approved May 12, 1942, is
hereby amended to read as follows:

““Section 29.—Burcau of the Budget—There is hereby ecreatod
in the office of the Governor a Burcau of ihe Budget. There shall be
a Director of the Budget who shall direct the said Bureau, and who
shall be appointed by the Governer, by and with the advice and con-
sent of the Senate of Puerto Rico. The Director of the Budget shall
hold office at the pleasure of the Governor.

The Goy-
crnor shall further appoint, by and with the advice and consent o
the Senate of Puerto Rico, the person who is {6 oceupy the office o
Director of the Budget as hereinabove preseribed. _

Section 5.—The persons appointed under this Act shal{, but only
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up to June 30, 1947, receive the salary and compensation for their
offices for the fiseal yvear 1946-17 and they shall be paid from the
same appropriation ; Provided, That, should there be no appropria-
tion for any reason, the Treasurer of Puerto Rico is hereby authoz-
