Formulario R contiene la data que las agencias habfan actualizado hasta el presupuesto AF2021 (actual). 

Se solicita que cada organismo actualice la informaci6n en el Formulario R - lngresos Especiales, menu 
PBC, siguiendo las parametros contenidos en el requerimiento 2 del Apendice B de la JSAF. El Formulario 
R se debera SOMETER a la OGP no mas tarde del este sabado, 30 de enero de 2021.
