Be it enacted by the Legislature of Porto Rico:

Section 1.—That the sum of fifteen thousand (15,000) dollars, or
so much thereof as may be necessary, is hereby appropriated from
any funds in the Insular Treasury, not otherwise appropriated, to
enlarge, by the addition of four rooms, the school building situate
in Nuevo Loiza, municipality of Loiza.

Section 2.—That the Commissioner of the Interior shall have
charge of the carrying out of the jrovisions of this Act.

Section 3.—That all.laws or parts of laws in conflict herewith
are hereby repealed.

Section 4.—That this Act shall take effect ninety days after its
approval.

that may arise. In the course of its investigations and labor, and
by resolution thereof, the commission may visit any part of the Ig-
land or go to Washington or to any other part of the United States
if it believes it necessary, and the circumstances so require. It shail
have power to administer oaths, summon witnesses and compel the
appearance before it of any official or employee of The People of
Porto Rico or of any citizen or person residing in Porto Rico. Each
member of the commission shall be entitled to, and there is hereby
appropriated therefor, a per diem of ten (10) dollars when meetings

are held in such place as it may designate for the purpose, and

fifteen (15) dollars when meetings are held outside of such place
but in the Island of Porto Rico, and of twenty-five (25) dollars
when such meetings are held outside of Porto Rico, and the commis-
sion may dispose for the payment of said per diems of the appro-
priation for contingent expenses of the Senate and of the House
of Representatives; Provided, That to carry out the regular work
of said commission the chairman thereof is hereby authorized to
appoint a secrefary and a legal advisor who shall also be the legal
advisor of the Legislature or of any other branch of the insular
government, when his duties with the commission and with the
Legislature so permit and the duties, salaries or per diems for
travel of said officer shall be fixed by the chairman of the com-
wission with the approval thereof; And, provided, further, That
the commission is hereby empowered to ‘appoint, when in its judg-
ment circumstances so require, such technical personnel or experts
or other officials or employees as may be necessary to carry on its
work, and in so doing may also utilize the services of the employ-
tes of the Senate and of the House of Representatives.

Decrétase por la Asamblew Legislativa de Puerto Rico:
