sion is hereby empowered to appoint, when in its opinion ecircum-
stances require, such technical help or experts :famd other. of.ﬁcers or
employees as it may need to carry out its mission, and in its work
it may also use the employees of the Senate and of the House of
Representatives.
Section 4.—No employee or officer of the Government of Pox_'to
Rico shall engage in any private activity or in the private practise
of his profession or trade during such daily hours as he must serve
the Insular Government.

TO APPROPRIATE THE SUM OF TWO THOUSAND FIVE HUNDRED (2,500) DgL-
LARS UP TO JUNE 30, 1980, AND THE SUM OF TEN THOUSAND (10,0 0)
DOLLARS DURING THE FISCAL YEAR 1930-31, TO REIMBURSE THE INDUS-
TRIAL CAPITAL OF THE BUREAU OF SUPPLIES, PRINTING AND TRANSPOR-
TATION FOR SUCH EXPENSES AS SAID BUREAU MAY HAVE TO DEFRAY
AS COMPENSATION TOo ITS EMPLOYEES FOR HOLIDAYS AND FOR FULL
TIME ON SATURDAY OF EACH WEEK AFTER TWELVE (12) O'CLOCK NOON.

Be it enacted by the Legislature of Porto Rico:

Section 1.—The sum of two thousand five hundred (2,500) dol-
lars, which shall be available from the approval of this Act to June
30, 1930, and the sum of ten thousand (10,000) dollars during the
fiscal year 1930-31, are hereby appropriated from any funds in the

Tnsular Treasury not otherwise appropriated to reimburse the Indus-
trial Capital Fund of the Bureau of Supplies, Printing and Trans-
