Section 2.—To make a scientific study of the budget of the Island
and of the receipts of the Insular Treasury, as well as of any other
matter of an economic nature, a commission is hereby created the
title of which shall be the Economy Commission of the Legislature
of Porto Rico. Said Commission shall be composed of eleven mem-
bers of the Legislature who shall be designated by the presiding of-
ficers of the two houses who shall also be members of the Commission
and who may designate others to act in their places. The minorities
in each house of the Legislature shall be represented on the Com-
mission which shall proceed, according to such rules as it may pre-

© pare for its own government, to examine, survey and investigate the

finances of Porto Rico as regards the Island’s receipts and expendi-
tures. The Commission shall render a report to the Governor of
Porto Rico and to the Legislature with such recommendations as it

. may “deem opportune and suggesting to the Governor if it deems

necessary, that he call a special session of the Legislature to solve

" +such Wdifﬁculties as may arise. In its investigations and proceedings,
.and on its own resolution, the Commission may go to any part of the

Island and to Washington or elsewhere in the United States if deemed

fadwsable under the prevailing circumstances. It shall have power

to admmlster oaths summon witnesses and compel appearance before
it of any officer or employee of The People of Porto Rico, or of any

such per diems and of traveling expenses of the Commission, it may
dispose of the appropriations for Incidentals of the Senate and House
of Representatives; Provided, That to look after the work of said
Commission, the chairman thereof is hereby authorized to appoint a
secretary and a legal counsellor who shall at the same time be the
legal counsellor of the Legislature and of any other branch of the
Tnsular Government when his duties to the Commission and the
Legislature permit. The duties, salaries or traveling expenses of said
officers shall be fixed by the Chairman of the Commission with the
approval thereof; And provided, further, That the Commission is
hereby empowered to appoint, when in its opinion circumstances
require, such technical help or experts and other officers or employees
as it may need to carry out its mission, and in its work it may also
use the employees of the Senate and the House of Representatives.

Section 3—The Auditor of Porto Rico is hereby authorized and
directed to allow payment of extra compensation to such employees
of the Insular Government as may hereafter be employed on work
of the Legislature of Porto Rico or commissions or committees thereof
in extra hours, at a rate not exceeding seventy-five (75) cents per
hour, to be paid from available and appropriate appropriations of
said bodies.
